FRAME ANGLES. Head and seat angles refer to the angle at which the head and seat tubes lie in relation to a horizontal plane. Generally
speaking, the more upright these tubes are the faster or easier the bicycle is to propel, but is less comfortable and extra light to steer. Hence great
care has to be taken to design the frame to suit the purpose for which the cycle is intended.

FRAME SIZE. Bicycle frames are measured from centre of bottom bracket axle to top of seat lug. To decide the most suitable size, take inside
leg measurement and deduct 1Qins. to allow for length of crank and saddle.

BRAZED-UP FRAME. All frame joints, including backstays, are brazed, providing increased rigidity.
BRAZED-ON FITTINGS. Include pump pegs, mudguard ears, etc., which are brazed to the frame in the appropriate positions.
BOTTOM BRACKET. Bearing carrying the cranks and padals. Includes botrom brackes lrama lug, bearing cups and crank axle.

LOW BOTTOM BRACKET. Height of bottam bracket lram ground determines whathar rider ghall be able to remain comfortably seated and put
one foot on the ground (a useful advantage in traffic), Measurement is taken from centre of bottom bracket axle to ground. 104” is the average height
for a low bottom bracket hicychs,

CHAIN STAYS, Tubes fram bottom bracket to rear fork and,
BACK STAYS. Tubes from seat lug to resr fork snd.
“531” TUBING. A special alloy sceel cubing of high serength snabling it to be manufactured in lghter gauges chan normal,

LUGS. In Raleigh bicyclas these aro pressed seoel joints into which the frame tubes are ficted and then Brazed. On Sports machines the expressions
“eut-away”’, “fahtailed”, atc., are (requantly uved. These imply chat the lugs have been cut ints fancy shapes with a view o improving the appearanca
of the frame and at the same Lime waving & certain smeunt of weight. This cutting sway, when carmed out scientifically, can give the frame |ncreased
strengeh and reslitance to ftiguee.

FROMNT FORK ENDS, Ralate to tips of fropt fork. Mont bicycles have a very neat fork end prezsed from the actual fork blade, into which a liner
or reinforcing prece iy inserted and then brazed, Thia has the effecx of giving a very clesn appoarancs combined with strengeh, The aleernative is a forged
stex| piece insertad into cthe end of the fork and chen brazed, Thin type i wually preferced by the Club and Racing anthusiasts, but in our opinion
neither has any sdvantage over the other.

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CycLING TERMS—Continued.

RIMS. Four main types of rim are in use at the present time—

(1) WESTWOOD~—can almost be referred to as the original type of cycle rim and is still ficted to most Roadster machines.

(2) ENDRICK—a flat-sided rim introduced many years ago for Sports machines, intended for use only with caliper brakes.

(3) PATENT SPECIAL SECTION—a new type of rim permitting the use of either rolier lever (pull up) or caliper brakes (side action). Now being fitted to all
Light Roadster Models.

(4) HIGH PRESSURE—a lighter and narrower form of the Endrick rim, fitted only to Racing and Club machines.

BRAKES. Three types of brake are mentioned in this Catalogue—

(1) CALIPER—fitted to Sports machimes. Operated by Bowden cable. The blocks grip the side af the rim, facilitating wheel removal,

(2) ROLLER LEVER—operated by lewars which “rall” in bearings fixed to the handlabars, The levers are connected by rods to the blocks which pull up to the rim.
(3) HUB BRAKES—are similar to the Brakes fitted an cars, being located in the frant and rear hubs. Operated by either roller lever or Bowden cable.

BALL RACES. The hardened steel surfaces in the wheels, bomom bracker, head and pedals, inta which stesl ball bearings are fitted. Sometimes referred to as
bal! cups.

CONES, Hardened steel parts which screw on the axles to complete the bearing of the wheels, All ball razes and cones must Be of hardened scee! and manu-
factured to very fine limits to eniure perfect running of the bearing.

HANDLEBARS. Sports type bitycles are usually fieead with an adjustable handlebar stem, ie., the bend and the stem are separate units firmly held together
by a clip and bale, which permics the rider to adjust the angle of the grips to suit his personal needs. Biders with long arms may need a forward extension to the
stem. Cinly cable operated brakes can be ficted o machines wich adjustable soems.

EXPANDER BOLT AMND HEAD CLIP. Thare are twa mathods of saeding the handlebars. (1) by expander bole, which is a long Bol ficted through the handle-
bar stem which i3 slotted at the bottom, A cone-shaped nut is screwed to the bottom of the bolt, which when cightened forces the nut into the slotzed stem, causing
it ta expand and grip the ferk stem, (2) Hesd-clip—this mechod is the reverse of the sxpander bole, Fork stem i slotted |nicesd of the handlebar stem. Head-
clip when tightened contracts the slocted fork stem, chereby gripping the handiebar.

SADDLES, A eamiorrable saddle means pleasurable cycling and throughouwt t_hi: Carslogue the reader will find specified Brooks' best Butt Leather Saddle with
the option of Terry's Spring Sest. Each of these manufacturers has set out in his own Catalogue the advantages of che one over the other. It is usual to pecify
narrow saddies for bicycles having dropped handiebars, but wider and mére heavily sprung parterns are preferred by riders who adopt & mere upright position,

WING HUTS, QUICK RELEASE FORK ENDS, ETC. Demanded by the sporting rider te permit remaval of whesls without tooh. It is essencial thar wing
nuts are kept tight.

SPRA-BOMNDERISING. A chemical process ensuring a perfectly rust-proof finish. Also acts a3 a “bond” between enamel and base meral,

CHAINS. Britith cyches are fitted with §° picchx §” or & wide chains, The pitch is the distance between each rivet, the width being the messurement between
the knner side plates. ™ chainy are suitable for all ordi purposes, & being fitted mainly o Corvior Cycles. A complete chain link camprives two rollers with

inner sd outer dlde plates, A hall link comprises two rollers connected by cranked plates. 'Whan counting the links in a chain, count the number ol | links, or
in other words, the distance butwesn Lhe rollers in the full lengeh of chain.

CHAINGUARD. Made of light metal procecting che top run of the chain.
GEARCASE. Totally enclose the chain, chainwhesl and resr sprocke:.

PEDALS, The rat-zrap or all-mecal type is favoured h;rht:l 5 man due to che aving in weight over rubber, also it is more convenient to fit toeclips ar
straps which are pecessary to the mere itrenuous rider. hol s pedal i mesured between the end plates.

DYMNOHUB, A dyrame consisting of & magnet, which rotstes with the wheel hub shall, and an armatire which is fixed to the hub spindle. Since the hub baarfn
are vaed lor the dynams, no sddiciansl friction lossss sre added wich this type of lighting unit. The dynams k. in some cases. combined with a varisble gear in

FOCUSSING LAMP, The headlamp wied wich the DYMOHUB has 8 sorew on the back of the lamp, which #nables the beam to be set either narrow or wide to

BULB RATING. Aefers to the woltage and amperes consumed by the lamp bulbs. With dyname lighting sees, the makers’ recommendations should be adhered
o since they govern the efficlency of the lighting ver.

DYNO-LUKE LIGHTING. An sxclusive innovazion consisting of an sccumulator unit using & dry accumulator, charged from the DYNOHUB, giving car-type
lighting with a comeant light ac all speeds.

RECTIFIER. Fart of the DYMO-LUXE syssam which convares the altarnating current rom the DYMOHUS e direce current suitable for charging the dry
secumlator.,
